The International Arcadian Society was founded on the 7th of May 2007 by a group of fifteen personalities
from Greece and abroad, and established in its statute the basic aim and mission of our Society, namely the study
and utilization of the Arcadian World Legacy. That is, of the philosophy expressed in the Arcadian Ideal, which
constitutes, through its values and constituent elements, a diachronic cultural constant, which influenced the
shaping of western civilization from antiquity to our days.

It gives me great pleasure to welcome the distinguished scientists and scholars from the Greek and the
international community who study the Arcadian Ideal, and the representatives of cities, institutions and
foundations from America, England, France, ltaly and, of course, Greece, which bear the name ‘Arcadia’, together
with personalities of international repute, whose work and contribution is related to Arcadia and the Arcadian

The hasic targets of the International Society for Arcadia are the following:
1. First, the creation of the Centre for the Promotion of the Arcadian World Legacy
2. Secondly, the establishment of the ARCADIA International Network, which aims at materialising initiatives
involving the mutual utilisation of the metropolitan Arcadia and “Arcadias” of the world, in accordance with the
principles described in the founding procliamation to be signed tomaorrow.

The First International Meeting was organized in August last year, which placed the targets of our Society
A realistic programme of activities was compiled and the pre-conditions for its gradual materialization were
created

* Proposals for the funding of projects were submitted to European and National Authorities

+ The circle of associates was expanded with the addition of tweniy-five Consultants from a variety of
sectors, while communication channels with collaborative institutions were established in Greece and
abroad

= Steps have been taken for the establishment of the Scciety’s offices in the United States and Britain

- The Society’s multilingual webpage was designed and is now accessible and fully operational. in-the
internet at www.isarcadia.org, acting both as a gate for constant communication and updating with the
international community, and as a means for the internal communication of the Society’s members

+ Finally, a contract was signed between our Society and the Mantinean Association for the long term lease
of the Kiosk in Ancient Mantinea with its sw‘mhndmg area, which-from now on is the base of activities for
our Society and of the Centre for thef*Prométion of the Arcadian World Legacy which will be established
shortly in close collaboration with the archaeological and other departments of the Ministry of Cutture.

THE ROAD TO ARCADIA

Dear Mr. Nikos Kalteziotis, President of the International Society for Arcadia, dear members and
consultants, distinguished guests, ladies and gentlemen.

I would like to say a few words concerning the Arcadian Legacy, its perfection as the Arcadian Vision, as an
ideal that was destined to become one of the noble and precious achievements of human nature. Many have
been those who tried to capture its meaning but only few penetrated its deeper significance. | will try to explain.

i will begin mainly with an explanation of the purpose it has for us as Arcadians, how and why we must
become fully aware of the meaning of the Arcadian ideal. In view of the need to recover and further cultivate our
ideal, especially today as the threat of globalization tries to sweep aside every heritage under the spreading force
of consumerism, the values of the Arcadian Legacy acquire prime importance for the future of humanity. Two
openings lie ahead of us to meet this task and mission, now that the Intemational Society for Arcadia has already
assumed the cultural responsibility to offer solutions to the current problems of civilization. The first opening, quite
charming, is to learn from modemn Europe, especially the Renaissance and later, how it viewed Arcadia and how
its novel meaning led to an idyllic life without the burden of the industrial civilization. The other opening is to go
back to its genuine sources, the land where the values of the Arcadian Legacy were born. We need to see how
this legacy grew and developed through its ageless myths of the people and then gave them to all the Greeks and
all societies, so that they may also rise to the heights of civilized existence.

Arcadism: The side-road of/through Europe.

When Jiacop Sannazzaro in 1504 wrote his work “Arcadia” he couldn’t possibly have imagined that it would
become the beginning of the manysided artistic movement that came to be known as "Arcadism”. This idealized
Arcadia attracted many followers until Nicolas Poussin added a mystical touch to Arcadism when in 1630 he
added to his painting “The Arcadian Shepherds” the phrase “et in Arcadia ego...”. Thus, the art of modern Europe
opened with Poussin a side-road toward a symbolic Arcadia aspiring to bring man back to harmony with nature
and in fact without the fear of subjecting the earthly life to the supernatural land of religious salvation. Through the
half-hidden meaning of the phrase “et in Arcadia ego...” the art of painting moved beyond literature and tried to
complete the unfulfilled aspiration of the Renaissance to understand the Arcadian Legacy of Hellenic humanism.
In 1655, Christina, the Queen of Sweden, after abdicating from her throne settled in Rome, where her dream to
establish the Arcadia of Arcadians was 1o be realized by Mario Crescimbeni (1663-1728), Vicenzo Gravina (1664
— 1718) and others who brought together men of letters and sciences. A century later, in 1786, Goethe will
become a member of this Academy. Arcadism as a side-road to a utopian Arcadia was as beautiful as it was
imaginary. This very side-road came down to our days through many a transformation. One has but to read the
excellent book Blissful Arcadia by Pedro Olalla, to appreciate the impact of Arcadism going back to the Roman
beginnings down to our times.

However, there remains a question that concerns not only the identity of the shepherds in Poussin’s
painting, but also that of the members of the Arcadian Academy. Where are the native and genuine Arcadians? It
is-one thing to speak of Arcadians as European creations projected as imaginary symbols in the world of arts and
letters of Poussin and Goethe, of Jacopo Sanazaro (Aetius-Sincerus, “Arcadia®, 1504) and Evelyn Waugh, of
Bach and Debussy, including such art critics as Panofsky. It remains a bitter fact that throughout the many
centuries that followed the later Roman Empire, the real Arcadians suffered under the yoke of the Franks, the
Venetians and the Turks, living in the margin of history and art. While the illustrious Arcadians of the Academy in
Rome were cultivating their Arcadism, Morosini was bombarding the Parthenon. Just the same the side-road of
European Arcadism continued its various transformations and kept seeking new horizons without care or concern
for the right way to recover.the Arcadian legacy, the one that real Arcadia had founded since antiquity for the
fulfillment of civilized existence, what the Greeks called aipeoiv Biou.

The first and right way to Arcadia
.« will-not tire you with literary references to the mythical sources of the original Arcadians. | will only make a
brief stop to discuss the double nature of Pan the divinity, son of Uranus and Earth, or if you prefer of Zeus and
Callisto. The erotic urge of the male-goat common to the entire living world, finds its completion in Pan’s human
part, where the pleasure that accompanies the life-giving power of Eros is transformed into unsuspected
creations. The Arcadian Pan, wether god or man has no wish to return to nature, as it happens in the dreams of
the European Arcadism. Pan ig iiature itself, a union of male and female, of the plentiful seed and the fertile womb
that secures the immortality of the species. It grows as the maturation of the erotic logos and as the art of
Harmony that gradually heightens logos as musical wisdom and political excellence. ]
The male-goat’s hedonic pleasure changes through the human part to become inventive intelligence. Thus,
it becomes the fulfillment of nature. It is not an accident or a childish fantasy that Pan revives the nymph Syrinx
and transforms her from a hamble cane plant in the river Ladon to his famous Pan’s Flute. He.ereates new



harmonius sounds as he dances to the rhythm with his agile goat-legs. The day will come when the new rhythms
will arrive in Athens to become the great message of the Attic Tragedy.

«Many are the ways of the mind», as Solomos said. So, by accepting Pan we came to realize that all the
ways of the mind are erotic, whether to protect life from its enemies, or to climb to the heights of beauty. This is
the same Pan who called the name of the warrior Pheidippides from the slopes of Mt. Parthenion to inform the
Athenians that they will defeat the Persians at Marathon. Such is also the erotic path of the Arcadian Diotima, the
priestess of Mantinea, who will teach Socrates how to climb the ladder of love that alone can help us reach the
immortal world of ideas with the Eros of beauty as their guide.

In his Symposium Plato tells us how Socrates admitted that he did not understand everything Diotima
taught him. Hence, he lived his entire life trying to learn the beginning and the end of the Eros of beauty and truth,
and how one climbs the ladder of love from the arts and the sciences and from the virtuous political life to the
vision of the idea of absolute beauty. Arcadia spoke and taught. Athens sirived to learn. But in times of dark
ignorance it will condemn Socrates, the lover of wisdom, to die accusing him of introducing new daemons. The
secrets of Mt Lycaeon of Pan and of the Maenalon of Diotima will be preserved in Plato’s Dialogues and then
bequeathed to Aristotle, his student, who will found the world of ideas on the principle of noesis noeseocs (mind
understanding itself). The correct road from Arcadia to Athens has heralded the great hour of civilized life.

2.500 years passed since then. Arcadia of the right path was silenced. Something was promised at the
dawn of the Renaissance, but the Eros of intelligence had already become prisoner of medieval theology. Later
the various Arcadisms will try to free it through art and poetry. There many-sided efforts continue down to our own
days. Humanity still awaits for the transition from the side-road to the right way. Meanwhile, the obstacles multiply
and prevent us from bringing our soul to full light of freedom. Science developed without the benefit of eros and
entered into the service of technocracy to help secure the globalization of the politics of consumerism.

We now ask ourselves whether there is still time left to defend our heritage, save the Arcadian Eros of
values and preserve the Arcadian Legacy. The first line of defense, suddenly, was manned through an
unexpected decision. A hand-full of Arcadians by birth as well as by way of thinking, decided in May 2007 not only
to prevent the spreading of the effects of technocracy, but also to utilize the side-road of Arcadism in all its
phases, by choosing as their guide the right way to Arcadia, the cne that starfed with Pan’s flute. As a result the
International Society for Arcadia was created with a mission and universal tasks ranging from the protection of the
natural environment to the promotion of human integrity and political intefligence.

i take this opportunity to congratulate my fellow co-workers and promise my full support for the success of
this wonderful cause, that is, the revival and restoration of political Eros through the application of the values and
principles of the Arcadian Legacy.

DECLARATION FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE
ARCADIA INTERNATIONAL NETWORK

We who have joined in assembly in this meeting of the International Society for Arcadia, representing our
respective cities, regions, enterprises and organizations, as well as personalities from all over the world, here in
Ancient Mantinea of Arcadia, Greece from 29th to 31st August 2008, having critically appraised our respective
contributions on a level of mutual respect and understanding, resolve the following:

+  We acknowledge that the land of Arcadia in Greece is more than a historical and modern region and more
than a rich-sounding name. Arcadia has earned its prominence in our civilization as a reverie of peace,
innocence, harmony with nature, joy of life, freedom of love, sensitivity, simplicity, measure and essence,
as well as a dim yet evocative portrait of a place from which humanity does not feel uprooted

«  We consider the Arcadian World Legacy in its entirety as a solid and diachronic set of values that helped
shape the western culture from antiquity to the present times, offering solutions to important challenges.
Confident in the continuing and expanding the endeavours made over the centuries sustained through the
poetic image of Arcadia, we propose and promote its utilization in order to face challenges of our time,
such as ecological problem, fair trade, sustainable development, humanistic consciousness and man's
reconciliation with self and nature.

We underline the pivotal importance of the implementation of the Arcadian Legacy as a factor of stability,
development, good neighbourliness and ecological consciousness, through the good will and cooperation
of the people in our countriss

We hold that individual citizens and groups of citizens whe contribute to the study and promotion of the
Arcadian ideal as common cultural fund, whether from the sciences or from the arts, are the most efficient
supporters across country frontiers, different languages and traditions

= We express our strong support to the International Society for Arcadia as the practical and creative forum
of our aims.

We thus accordingly decide:

« To establish formally the Arcadia International Network (AIN), a permanent institution based in Arcadia,
Greece, aiming at bringing together cities, regions and enterprises named after Arcadia; institutions with
historic association and cultural, environmental-ecological links with Arcadia; educational, scientific,
scholarly, cultural and artistic foundations which promote the values of the Arcadian legacy, as well as
distinguished personalities who contribute to the Arcadian heritage of humanism.

» To project the Arcadian Ideal of the beauty of nature as the universal symbol for ecology, as the basis for
the formation of official policies to restore and save the environment from the deterioration and destruction
of our natural resources

- To encourage the adoption of specific programs leading o national and international initiatives and
projects in all scientific, cultural, commercial and ecological fields and propose better solutions to problems
of contemporary saociety
To create the Centre for the Promotion of the Arcadian World Legacy in Arcadia, Greece, as meeting point
and venue of the living heritage and current ideas for the study, utilization and promotion of the Arcadian
World Legacy

+ To invoke the cooperation of the national Authorities, the private sector, as well as that of individual
citizens in our own respective countries and invite all others who share the name of our Arcadia and our
ideals to support in word and deed our common mission

And finally,

We declare that the Arcadian Ideal serves as the promising bridge of peace and friendship among peoples. Now
is the time for the creation of the link between Arcadia and its diachronic impact on the world.
