ARCADIA AND
THE ARCADIAN WORLD LEGACY

| will try to briefly present you the cultural background which inspires
and supports our inifiative, and inform you about the two major steps
our Society attempts to make to contribute to a better utilization, for the
benefit of all, of the immense weaith associated with Arcadia through
the centuries.

What is this wealth, this common possession we call Arcadian legacy.
It is, in essence, a creation that took place over a long period of time,
over a multiplex image.

In the mind of the ancient Greeks and Romans, Arcadia was the land of
origins, for both ancestors and setflers; a mountainous land, far away
from the sea, inhabited by humble and pious people, side by side with
the gods of untamed nature, hespitable peaple, shepherds, lovers of
music and the simple life, blissful, close to the Golden Age of Cronus. It
was the land where the voice of the oracles had singled out the
happiest and the humblest of the people.

In Virgil's days, Arcadia becomes one with the distant echoes of the
myth of the Golden Age; in the works of the Latin elegists it proclaims
the idea of love as the tue meaning of life; in the early days of
Christianity, it impregnates the first literary attempts of the new era with
pagan allure.

Throughout the Middle Ages, Arcadia remains half-hidden in the
shadow of the biblical paradise and imbues the concept of the ocus
amoenus with its essence and pastoral character.

In the first days of the Renaissance it greatly reinforces the rediscovery
of Greece; as the first European conquerors set foot on the American
continent, it leaves a strong mark on the concept of the New World.

Originating from 16th-century ltaly, Arcadta conquers the literatures of
Spain, France and England. On the strength of this friumphal progress
it inspires the birth of landscape painting and the birth of opera, lends
its images to mystical expression, opens the road for modemn Greek
language to join the tadifion of the Renaissance, and breathes life into
the seminal werks of German, Dufch and Polish literature.

While it glorifies the human body in the first painfings depicting the
nude, Arcadia serves as an allegory or as a guise for the complex world
of the palace court and as a refuge from the increasing religious
fanaticism.

In the voices of the most sensitive poets, it sings, as it had in the past,
of the pain for the loss of beloved persons; in the hands of
philosophers, painters and aichemists, it becomes a dark and
apocryphal motto: ET IN ARCADIA EGO.

Later, in a world weary of the excesses of Baroque, Arcadia once more
claims the harmony of Classicism. In an enlightened age when man
seeks to redefine society, Arcadia reminds us of the innate goodness of
people.

Arcadia projects itself onto the virgin islands of Polynesia upon the
arrival of the first Europeans; with the Romantics it reflects on nature,
happiness, beauty, and death; and with the first tavellers of that
furbulent and visionary era it sefs in motion a crucial process for the re-

With the growth of industry, it denounces the savagery of capitalism
and revises the idea of progress; in the virgin lands of the new
continents, it inspires the foundation of settiements and wns, and
laments the threat against the rural world; contrary to prudery and fake
moraliy, it defends free love; confrary to the excesses of ambition and
unscrupuiousness, it reconciles man with nature; contrary to war and
abuse, it constantly and insfinctively rebels to defend peace.

Therefore, Arcadia is not only a Greek province with a name that dates
back to antiquity, but also — and primarily — a sweet-sounding name that
has prevailed within our civilization as an evocation of nature, harmony,
innacence, the joy of life, sensitivity, fairness, simplicity, moderation and
the return to the essence of things. Ultimately, Arcadia is the vision of a
simple and attainable happiness, the faint and evocative image of a
place where man does not feel uprooted.

This image is the ecumenical image of Arcadia, which survived in the
course of time, precisely because it is an image: it is neither a belief,
nor a dockine, or a utapia. It is not the imposition of the good, but the
capturing towards the best It is not revolution, but persuasion. It is a
constant in our civilization, which atiracts everlasfing attention to what is
essential, good and fair.

Thus, the Arcadian legacy is on the one hand a tangible and matetial
legacy, but at the same fime a stance fo life which concerns both the
present and fufure. Books, piclures, music and theatre, as well as

philosophical thought, political vision, social activism and sincere

concern for man, consist the Arcadian legacy a beguest both moral and
aesthetic, a glorious on-going creation, of which we are not only
inheritors but also continuatars, communicants and confributors in its
evolution.

In this, Arcadia emerges before us as a challenge. Today the
advancement of the idea of Arcadia is not tantamount to the: fostering of
tradition or nostalgia; it is not a renunciation of the world nor is it a
desire to fransform curselves into poet-shepherds; nor does it mean
that we sell tourism branded with an undeniable prestige.

It is the adoption of this fruly open and creafive atfitude to Iife which has
always been symbolized by the name of this place. It is the decision to
join in an endeavour for the sake of humanity; an endeavour which
comes from a distant past but remains afways timely.

Now, challenges such as ecclogical behaviour, fair frade, sustainable
development, humanistic conscicusness and man's reconciliation with
the self and his environment confinue and expand gestures of our
times, endeavours made over the centuries behind the poefic image of
Arcadia.

Today, there are many instifutions and people around the world that
maintain these worthwhile stances, and many of them doing so with full
awareness that their efforts are closely associated with the idea of
Arcadia. For example, the Association Arcadie. Based in Southern
France, with collaborators worldwide, conducts research on therapeutic
and aromatic plants, spices and natural extracts in order to achieve the
upgrade of feod industry.

In the State of California, Arcadia Biosciences is a pioneer company on
research in agricultural cultivations which are safe for man, following &
sfrict environmental policy.

in England, the largest congiomeration of retail sales in cloth industy
bears the name Arcadia Group, and has adopted a special policy which
guarantees that its products are the fruit of fair rade and decent
conditions of labour.

Philadelphia is the base of Arcadia University, one of the most
prestigious Universities in the USA, specializing in the humanifies and
educafional programmes abroad which culivate in the American
students pluralism and the pursuit of deep knowledge of the Greek
culfural legacy.

From New Zealand to Zimbabwe, from Jamaica fo the pampa in
Argentina, more than forty cities in the world bear the name of Arcadia,
since their founding was inspired by the natural beauty of their
environment and the classical symbolism of the name of this area in
Greecs,

Among them the city of Arcadia in California presents with pride its
superb botanical and agricultural Gardens of Arboretum, while the city
of Arcadia in Florida — thanks {o the well-preserved colonial architecture
and its privileged location in the heavenly Valley of Peace River — has
earned the titie of the “Best Small Towrn in America’.

These cities, these companies, these institulions and these people are
currently, or potentially, interlocutors and collaborators in the iniiative
we decided o accompiish, namely the establishment of an International
Society for the study and utilization of the Arcadian world legacy, for the
benefit of all, under the name of the /nfemational Society for Arcadia.

The frue value of Arcadism - to coin a term defining its aims and ideals
- is not its importance for the local population, but its emphasis on its
ecumenical character. For this reason, our Society is born with the
ambitious aim to create a flow between this land and its effect in the
world, aiming at camying the intangible Arcadia closer to the real one.
We have already placed the foundafion stone for the creafion of the
Arcadia International Network, a dynamic network which will bring
together people and institutions from all over the world, whe possess
awareness and sensitivity concemning the image and idea of Arcadia. It
will bring them into contact with this land - the metrapolitan Arcadia —
as well as among themselves, so that through collaboration be able to
share ideas, experiences, technical knowledge and funds in order to
gradually materialize our vision.

At the same time, we begin fo create in the heart of Arcadia a means
for the cultivation of the cultural consciousness of the space; the Centre
for the Promnotion of the Arcadian World Legacy. As a window allowing
double enfrance, it will be a peint of reference and meeting place for all
Arcadians, not only Greeks, which will inform theim of the effect Arcadia
had to world culfure. It will also be a point of reference and departure
for foreign visitors who armive o Arcadia having the image of the other
Arcadia in mind.

Today, many places explore their past in search of historical evidence
and arguments to safeguard their ideniity and give prestige in their
initiafives. One wonders what other ciies would offer in return for their
name to echo culture, as in the case of Arcadia, and offer to culture the
ideas and values connected with the name of Arcadia!

This is our wealth, and of this wealth we are invited to act as
safeguards. For this reason, in Arcadia, in Greece, in every corner of
the world, whoever has something to offer in this effort will have his or
her place in our Society.

INTERNATIONAL SOCIETY for ARCADIA
2007-2009

The first year since its establishment the Society devoted itself
to activities concerning its legal and organisational structure. In
this context, members of the Society conducted visits to
govemmental and state institufions as well as distinguished
personalities in Greece and abroad, in order to inform them
about its aims and objecfives. These are the most important
activities that followed:

SUMMER GATHERING 2007: Despite the disastrous state
caused by the fires in Arcadia in summer 2007, this gathering
marked the development of the Society, for it was followed by
the processing of the proposals of the Founder Members and
the distinguished personalities who were invited from Gresce
and abroad.

RENTING OF THE TOURIST CHALET IN ANCIENT
MANTINEIA: Following the decisions of the Boards of Trustees
of our Society and of the Mantineian Asscciation, as well as the
consent of the Ministry of Culture, a contract was signed for the
renting to the Society of the Chalet of the Archaeological Site of
Ancient Mantineia and the surrounding area, comprising 88
hectars of land and the church of St Photeini, for fifteen year in
order to become the headquarters of our Society.

INTERNATIONAL SYMPOSIUM 2008: The Symposium was
held with great success in Ancient Mantineia between 29 and 31
August, under the auspices of the Greek Parliament and the
Ministies of Finance, Culiure, Educafion and Tourist
Development, and with the cooperation of the Greek National
Committee of UNESCO. The Symposium aimed at the
establishment of the ARCADIA INTERNATIONAL NETWCORK
and the presentation of the Scciety and the Network to Arcadia.
It was dedicated to the memory of its late Founder Member
Charles Gild who was one of those who perceived it. The
Sympaosium was cpened by the Deputy Minister of Education
Mr Andreas Lykourentzos while messages were read from the
President of the Parliament, the Ministers of Finance, Health,
and Tourism, as well as from the Arcadian Members of
Parliament. The opening and the proceedings of the Symposium
were attended by more than 200 personalities from the
Govemment, the State, the Academic community and the
Church, together with representatives of institutions,
associations and organisations from Greece, Europe and USA,
The proceedings took plase in the tourist chalet of the
archagological site of Ancient Mantineia. Among the events that
accompanied the Symposium was a pilot guided excursion,
followed by a reception in the Arcadian Museum of Art & Hisfory.
As part of the initiatives of the Symposium, a communiqué of
collaboration with the DIAZOMA Society was signed, aiming at
co-operating for the preservation, restoration and promotion of
ancient theatres of Arcadia. The key lectures by the Honorary
President John Anton and the Director of the Society Pedro
Olalla gave a new dimension to the role Arcadia can play with
relation to the problems of the modem world and defined the
concept of the Arcadian Legacy. The presenfations and
scholarly papers were reported for a long time in the local and
national press.

ARCADIA INTERNATIONAL NETWORK: The Network was
established as the main institutional organization of the Society.

COMMUNICATION & PROMOTION: A multilingual webpage
was designed under the electronic address www.isarcadia.org. It
operates as a gate for continuous communication and
information with the internafional community and as a means for
intemal contact between the members. In addition, the Society
was promoted in the printed and electronic press throughout the
year, through interviews, articles and presentations, culminating
during the Symposium.

HUMAN RESOURCES: The circle of collaborators was enriched
by 23 special advisors while channels of communication with
collaborating nstitutions and foundations in Greece and abroad.

OVERSEAS BRANCH OFFICES: Steps for the establishment
of offices abroad {Cyprus, USA, Great Britain) were made.
These offices will operate as cenfres for information, promotion
and co-ordination of our activities.

FINANCIAL SUPPORT: The maintenance expenses of the
Society and its activities during the last two years were covered
through confributions and donations from Members and Friends,
as well as sponsorship in kind. The total sum of € 75.000 was
granted by the Ministry of Finance and the Naficnal Tourist
Organisation. It is important that the development of the
Mantineian Chalet (Centre & Gardens) wag included in the
Programme for National Investment of the Ministry of Finance.

Promotion of the Arcadian World Legacy and the Arcadian Park
as describad in the following presentation.

ARCADIAN LIBRARY: Planning for the creation and
development of the Arcadian Library as a bibliographical data
base, comprising publications, photographic and film collections
related to Arcadia and the Arcadian Ideal. The project will be
supported by the Department of Cultural Management, Libraries
8 Archives of the lonian University, in colfaboration with
academic institutions in Greece and abroad.

ARCADIA INTERNATIONAL NETWORK

The Arcadia International Network was creafed in order to bring into
direct confact institufions worldwide, which form part of the Arcadian
legacy, such as cities, regions and corporations named “Arcadia”,
institutions having historical, cultural and ecological bonds with Arcadia,
as well as educational, scienfific, scholarly, academic, cultural and
arfistic insfitutions and distinguished personalifies who are inspired by,
and promote the humanistic values of the Arcadian legacy, so that
through mufual co-operation and ufilization of knowledge, resources
and good practices, would enable themselves to re-define what is
essential and propose solutions to the problems of modem society.

In additian, the Network aims at

a) Enabling its members to familiarise themselves with the actual land
of Arcadia, origin and source of inspiration of the Arcadian Legacy,
through the "The Arcadian Tour” project.

k) The recognition by the metropolitan Arcadia of the confribufion of its
members fo the Arcadian Legacy.

ill, Establishment of the Network: Founder Members - Declaration:
The Network was established during the summer International
Symposium, between 29 and 31 August 2009, at the Society’s
headquarters in Ancient Mantineia. The 15 Founding Members, the 12
Honorary Members and the 23 Consultants of the International Society
for Arcadia are ex-officio Founder Members of the Network, together
with the 19 representatives of the cifies, regions, foundations,
associations and institutions, who took part in the event.

The Declaration, which was adopted and signed by the founder
members, defines the principles, aims and mission of the Netwaork,

In commemoration and celebration of this event, which established this
principal scheme of our Sociely, a special silver medal was designed
and minted by the MARAMENOS & PATERAS Jewellers, while the
DOMAIN SPYROPOULOS wineries kindly labelled and botlled
collector's vintage wine, which they named ARCADIAN LEGACY.

In addifion, an Arcadian oak free surrounded by pine frees, bushes and
herbs of the Arcadian flora, were planfed at the patio in front of the
Chalet.

Membership to the Arcadia International Nefwork is open to private
persons and institufions which agree with the Founding Declaration
after invitation by its Founder Members.

IV, Action Plan:

The following projects are under way:

a) “ARCADIA™ INTERNATIONAL CENSUS: Establishment of a data-
base registering persons, corporations and instifutions related with
Arcadia and the Arcadian Legacy with the collaborafion of Staff of the
lonian University and the Universities of Pafras and Peloponnese. This
data base will be used as a source of information for farming
collaborations, expanding the Network, and promofing the aims and
objectives of the Society.

b) INTERNATIONAL SYMPOSIUM IN FOREZ, FRANCE, 2-4
OCTOBER 2009; At the invitaion of our French members, our
Society’s International Symposium this year will be held in the
Chateaux de Gutelas, in the region of Forez (near Lyon), considered to
be the French Arcadia. It is the place where the famous 17"-century
novel Asfrée by Honoré d'Urfé fakes place. The novel and ifs
protagonist are named after the ancient Greek deity Astrea, daughter of
Themis, godess of Justice. The Symposium aims o support through
our Network the role of the French arganisers in the local, tourist and
cultural development, while its theme focuses on Arcadian Parks.
Papers to be defivered comprise this theme, as well as matters
concerning the Society and the Network. The Symposium will be
attended, apart from Fellows and Special Advisors, by the Honorary
Members Costas Gavras, Madeleine Jost, Loukis Papaphilipou, Denice
Gilb, Eleni Palyvou-Bousis (and those ameng the new Honorary
Members wish to attend), the Founder Members of the Network who
were unable to be present at the Symposium in Mantineia, including the
Jardin d'Arcadie, Ermenonville {France), Arboretum, City of Arcadia CA
(USA}, Municipality of Paphos {Cyprus), Arkadia Park {Nieborow,
Poland), and new candidate members from Europe.

¢) EXHIBITION OF ENGRAVINGS & DRAWINGS FROM THE
UNIVERSITY OF TRIER: A touring exhibition, designed by students of
the School of Fine Arts of the historical University of Trier (founded in
Germany in 1473), entitied «Arcadia in the Fine Arts (1550-1830)»,
comprising 100 engravings and drawings from the collection of the
University. Discussions on the project, to be presented in Arcadia,
Athens, as well as in cities of the Members of the Arcadia International
Network around the worid, are currently conducted with the National
Gallery, the Greek Parliament Foundation and the Arcadian Museum of
Art & History.

d) EXPANSION AND PROMOTION OF THE SOCIETY AND THE
NETWORK IN CYPRUS: An official preseniation of the Arcadian
International Sociely and the Arcadia International Network is planned
o take place in Cyprus. The event will promote our aims and
objectives, in order to creafe collaboration through the Network and
suppart of the projects of the Society by new members (Honorary
members, sponsors and supporters).

ARCADIA INTERNATIONAL NETWORK

respective cities, regions, enterprises and organizations, as well as personalities from all over the world,
here in Ancient Mantinea of Arcadia, Greece from 28th to 31st August 2008, having critically appraised
our respective contributions on a level of mutual respect and understanding, resolve the following:

- We acknowledge that the land of Arcadia in Greece is more than a historical and modern region and more
than a rich-sounding name. Arcadia has eamed its prominence in our civilization as a reverie of peace,
innocence, harmony with nature, joy of [ife, freedom of love, sensitivity, simplicity, measure and essence,
as well as a dim yet evocative portrait of a place from which humanity does not feel uprooted

* We consider the Arcadian World Legacy in its entirety as a solid and diachronic set of values that helped
shape the western culture from antiquity to the present times, offering solutions to important challenges.
Confident in the continuing and expanding the endeavours made over the centuries sustained through the
poetic image of Arcadia, we propose and promote its utilization in order to face challenges of our time,
such as ecological problem, fair trade, sustainable development, humanistic consciousness and man's
reconciliation with self and nature,

+ We underline the pivotal importance of the implementation of the Arcadian Legacy as a factor of stability,
development, good neighbourliness and ecological consciousness, through the good will and cooperation
of the people in our countries
We hold that individual citizens and groups of citizens who contribute to the study and promotion of the
Arcadian Ideal as common cultural fund, whether from the sciences or from the arts, are the most efficient
supporters across country frontiers, different languages and traditions
We express our strong support to the International Society for Arcadia as the practical and creative forum
of our aims.

We who have joined in assembly in this meeting of the Internationat Society for Arcadia, representing our

We thus accordingly decide:

» To establish formally the Arcadia Intemational Network (AIN), a permanent institution based in Arcadia,
Greece, aiming at bringing together cities, regions and enterprises named after Arcadia; institutions with
historic association and cultural, environmental-ecological links with Arcadia; educational, scientific,
scholarly, cultural and artistic foundations which promote the values of the Arcadian legacy, as well as
distinguished personalities who contribute to the Arcadian heritage of humanism.

« To project the Arcadian !deal of the beauty of nature as the universal symbol for ecology, as the basis for
the formation of official policies to restore and save the environment from the deterioration and destruction
of our natural resources

» To encourage the adoption of specific programs leading to national and international initiatives and
projects in all scientific, cultural, commercial and ecological fields and propose better solutions to problems
of contemporary society

» To create the Centre for the Promotion of the Arcadian World Legacy in Arcadia, Greece, as meeting point
and venue of the living heritage and current ideas for the study, utilization and promotion of the Arcadian
World Legacy

- To invoke the cooperation of the national Authorities, the private sector, as well as that of individual
citizens in our own respective countries and invite all others who share the name of our Arcadia and our
ideals to support in word and deed our common mission

And finally,

We declare that the Arcadian Ideal serves as the promising bridge of peace and friendship among peoples. Now
is the time for the creation of the link between Arcadia and its diachronic impact on the world. The time has come
to exploit, for everyone's benefit, the vast asset and potential of the Arcadian World Legacy. And 1t is the time to
enrich with attitudes of our age the same power that, linked to the name and the image of Arcadia, has inspired
poets, artists, thinkers and statesmen for centuries. Confident in the significance of Arcadia, we declare in
conclusion that, time and again, far from the dogma or the unattainable utopia, whenever men have wondered
how it is possible to be happy and fair in this world, they found it at once healthy and promising to retumn to

Arcadia. And so do we today.

a historical consciousness and identity; concemn for the preservation of
cultural legacy; the correct utilisation of resources, love for all that
belongs o us and respect for what belongs to others.

For this reason we planned the creation of & CENTRE FOR THE
PROMOTION OF THE ARCADIAN WORLD LEGACY as a permanent
exhibition and point of reference, in sftu and on fine, related with the
Arcadian cultural legacy, its historical development, its presence and
effect on world civilization, as well as its potential and application in
solving specific problems in our times.

The whole land of Arcadia is an advantageous space given its cultural
dimension, for to its most important contribution to the formation of
Greek civilization through its idiosyncrasy and history, should be added
its confribuion through its poefic image o European and world
civilization, considered of equal importance.

The selection of Ancient Mantineia for the creaticn of the Cenfre is
symbaolic, as it is the land which the Arcadians chose fo bury Arkas
{their eponymous hero); the sefting of ancient myths (the birth of
Poseidon) and important historical events (death of Epameinondas);
tangible epitome of the legendary Arcadian geography (Mainalon,
Artemision, Lyrkeion, Anchisia, Parthenion, etc); a walled city with ten
gates marking the point of departure for pleasant walks; beaufiful
landscape which deserved Homer's praise (fair Mantinefa); the place
where Diotima (Socrates’ teacher) was acfive; the point from which
Pausanias started his fravels in Ancient Arcadia, and finally the main
entrance for the modern visitor.

In this advantageous place, the CENTRE FOR THE PROMOTION OF THE

Arcaoian WorLD LEgacY will offer:

o Visit in a symbolic building, renovated in accordance with the
principles of eco-arhitecirure, bioclimatics, save-energy and
sustainable development

planned as part of the initiatives of the Society (cultural maps of
ancient and modern Arcadia base on satellite GPS technology )

o Access to the Arcadian Archive

o Access fo the Arcadia International Network

o Advice and suggestions on themafic excursions and other
acfivities («The Arcadian Tours)

o Additional information for visits to the arcaeological site of Ancient
Mantineia and the wider area

o A venue for meeting people and recreation in the Arcadian
thematic Park with the Arcadian Botanical Collection, Arcadian
Gardens and the Arcadian Ecological Farm, as a cenfre for
Environmental and Ecological Education.

In this way, our Centre will act as an open window through which the
whole world would be able to view the metropolitan Arcadia and, at the
same fime, Arcadians would proudly look at the Arcadias of the world.

The aesthetics of the renovated building wifl reflect the principles and
values of the Arcadian Legacy, using bioclimatic and traditional
materials, as well as innovative technical and consfructing applications,
fulty harmonised with the standards of the Archaeological Service. At
the same fime it will provide flexibility in adjusting the space to meet
different needs, with open visual access o the surrounding area, which
will act as the canvas on which the image of the visitor will be captured
and preserved.

Museclogical and museographical practices will be applied fo
encompass all fype of visitors (Greek and foreign pupils, students,
families, organised groups, individuals), so that its sections will provide
knowledge and information with regard to the Arcadian Legacy, Arcadia
and the Arcadias of the world allowing SELF-GUIDING and
INTERACTION provided by modern technology.

The building scheme will comprise the LOBBY, where knowledge and
information can be atained through brief presentation and inductions.
In the MAIN HALL, visitors will be entirely free fo chose themes for
further information and would be able to study as much as they wish or
allowed in terms of time availability, through Info kiosks, touch screens
and dioramas. At the same time they will have the opportunity in
aftending educational programmes or studying in the library. The
building will include an info-café and all necessary faciliies {cloakroom,
WC.).

The project is enfisted in the Programme of National Investment and
the local Archaeological Service is willing to see its realisation, since it
complements the projects conceming the utilizafion of the wider
archaeological site. For this reason, the Sociely is currently compiling a
presentation portfolic to raise funds for the completion of the master
plan.

MEANS AND WAYS FOR THE

1. Secking Sponsors and Supporters in Greece and abroad,
especially in areas where the Network is developing, is the first
stage in our efforts leading to the applicaton and starting
materialising the Society's ambifious plan of activily.

= In accordance with the Business Plan currently in
preparation the financial needs for the function and
maintenance will be idenfified and recorded. The Plan wil
define the sources of income (Donations and Sponsoring,
Publications, Events, Exhibitions, Tours, Shop, efc.).

3-  Finally, the establishment of the ARCADIA FUND. We are
confident that the members of the Network will be able fo atiract
persons and institutions, entrepreneurs, and representatives of
cultural foundations, who would like to purchase by advance
payment numbered copies of the monumental ediion Arcadia
Renaissance illustrated by eminent contemporary artists with texts
on Arcadia from the world literature, selected by distinguished
personalities, who express in this way their support o our aims
and work.

The members in the Committee for Finance and Sponsoring will be at
your disposal, in order to inform you befter on the reciprocation of
sponsorship, and we are confident that we shall have supporters willing
to hefp us in our efforts.
